
31 Days of Prayer for One City Church (OCC)  May 2018  

In the morning, O LORD, you hear my voice;  
in the morning I lay my requests before you and wait in expectation.  (Psalm 5:3) 

1  Pray that OCC will be characterized by how well we love and serve one another and others. 

2  Pray that God will give residents recovering at the Way Recovery Houses the courage and 

strength to choose a new way of life. 

3  Pray that Next Generation teens will flee youthful passions and pursue righteousness, faith, love, 

and peace. 

4  Pray that OCCers will be united in our worship of God, fellowship with one another, and ministry 

to the community. 

5  Pray that visitors in our community will join us and hear the gospel at our worship service this 

week. 

6  Pray that the desire of each person attending tonight’s OCC Worship Service will be to honor and 

exalt the Lord.  

7  Pray that God will strengthen Pastor Alec to endure temptation and stand firm against Satan’s 

accusations. 

If you, then, though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more 
will your Father in heaven give good gifts to those who ask him!  (Matthew 7:11) 

8  Pray that God will abundantly provide for all of OCC’s financial needs. 

9  Pray for the leadership of The Way Recovery Ministry as they seek to minister to those trapped in 

addiction. 

10  Pray that faith in Next Generation teens would be evidenced by good fruit in their lives. 

11  Pray that the work accomplished during tomorrow’s Church Work Day will be a blessing to all 

those who worship at Christ United Methodist Church.   

12  Pray that visitors will sense the love and compassion of Christ, expressed through every OCCer. 

13  Pray that the desire of each person attending tonight’s OCC Worship Service will be to honor and 

exalt the Lord. 

14  Pray that Pastor Alec will stand firm in God’s service, always fighting for the faith and for his 

people. 

Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition,  
with thanksgiving, present your requests to God. (Philippians 4:6) 

15  Pray that God will bless the children of OCC, protecting them from harm and helping them to 

grow strong in the Lord. 

16  Pray that God will surround residents of the Way Recovery Houses with people who positively 

support them in their efforts to remain clean. 



17  Pray that God will bring health and wholeness physically, mentally, spiritually, emotionally, and 

socially to New Generation teens. 

18  Pray for preparations underway for our second OCC VBS to be held in July. 

19  Pray that God will use OCC to give every person in Lancaster city the opportunity to clearly hear 

and respond to the gospel.  

20  Pray that the desire of each person attending tonight’s OCC Worship Service will be to honor and 

exalt the Lord.    

21  Ask God to keep Pastor Alec’s conscience tender and fresh, and to keep him close to God and to 

his Word. 

I urge, then, first of all, that requests, prayers, intercession and thanksgiving be made for 
everyone-- for kings and all those in high positions...  (1 Timothy 2:1-2) 

22  Pray that God will abundantly provide for all of OCC’s financial needs. 

23  Pray for the salvation of each person involved in The Way Recovery Ministry. 

24  Pray that God will give each Next Generation teen an understanding of the worth that He gives 

each of us. 

25  Pray that God will meet the financial needs of OCC through joyful, consistent, and sacrificial 

giving. 

26  Pray that visitors will sense the love and compassion of Christ, expressed through every OCCer. 

27  Pray that the desire of each person attending tonight’s OCC Worship Service will be to honor and 

exalt the Lord. 

28  Pray for wisdom for Pastor Alec and the ability to apply God’s Word in all situations.  

This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according to his 
will, he hears us.  And if we know that he hears us--whatever we ask--we know that we have.  

29  Pray that we will expectantly look for God to show up as we go about our daily lives. 

30  Ask God to powerfully heal those involved in The Way Recovery Ministry from the hold that 

drugs and alcohol have in their lives. 

31  Pray that God will guide teens on the path of truth through the biblical instruction they receive
